Determine prior knowledge or awareness about content and language arts concepts.

· What is the OSI model?

· How does each layer of the model assist in the transmission of information (packets) through a network?

· How does the use of mnemonics and poetry help us remember things?

Embedded examples
· Review the OSI model (Application, presentation, session, transport, network, data link, physical)

· Review the role of each layer.

· Introduce the mnemonic “All people seem to need data processing” which correlates the first letter to the layers of the OSI model.

Related contextual examples

· On the smartboard, as a group, students will generate ideas about what it takes to create a packet to be sent through the network. Relate to the 7 layers of the OSI model. What does each layer do to create and then recreate the packets?

· How does mnemonics or prose help us remember things? Recite some simple nursery rhymes that students remember. 
Traditional writing examples

· What other mnemonics or poetry have we used to remember things? 
· Define rhyme scheme and give example of 
· Sing a song of sixpence,
· A pocket full of rye,
· Four and twenty blackbirds,
· Baked in a pie.
· When the pie was opened,
· The birds began to sing.
· Was this not a dainty dish,
·  to set before the king?
· Now students work through what components are need to put into the 7 layers.
Students demonstrate understanding
· Students generate lines for their mnemonic or rhyme that will clearly explain the 7 layers and the functions of each layer.

· Share a few of the lines with the class and discuss if they cover the topic and define the function of the layers.

Formal Assessment

Students will turn in a mnemonic and a rhyme that will help them remember the 7 layers.

It does not matter if the rhyming pattern does match the rules exactly because this is not an English lesson. What does matter is that they remember the 7 layers and the role of each of the layers.

Students can work on this in pairs.
