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Identify the objectives of the PTE lesson you are teaching

Students will be able to read and evaluate vocabulary that is shared by English and Math.

Define where the academic area and the PTE area meet

By decoding the vocabulary shared between Math and English, students will better comprehend material when it is presented. 
1. Assess students’ math awareness

Discuss the meaning of the following math terms:

· allotted:  assigned  
· data:  information
· consecutive:  following one after the other in order
· probability:  a branch of mathematics concerned with the study of probabilities (logical relation between statements such that evidence confirming one confirms the other to some degree
· skew:  to distort especially from a true value or symmetrical form
· supplementary: (being or relating to a supplement or a supplementary angle.

2. Work through the embedded example

Discuss the meaning of the following English terms:
· chronological order:  of, relating to, or arranged in or according to the order of time
· resolution:   the act or process of reducing to simpler form: as a : the act of analyzing a complex notion into simpler ones
· application:    a program (as a word processor or a spreadsheet) that performs one of the important tasks for which a computer is used
· thesis statement:  a proposition to be proved or one advanced without proof
· supporting evidence:    to uphold or defend as valid or right
3. Work through related, contextual examples
Provide contextual examples of the shared vocabulary. 
4. Work through traditional math/ English examples

Explain the similarity between the shared vocabulary. 
5. Students demonstrate understanding

Students will find examples of the shared vocabulary in their Math, English texts. 
6. Formal assessment
Students will explain how the following terms can be shared in both an English and a Math class.  
· similar:  not differing in shape but only in size or position <similar triangles> <similar polygons>
· total:  comprising or constituting a whole : ENTIRE <the total amount>
· survey:  to query (someone) in order to collect data for the analysis of some aspect of a group or area
· order of events:  performing a task in sequential order
· reference material:  something (as a sign or indication) that refers a reader or consulter to another source of information (as a book or passage) 

· how-to essay: giving practical instruction and advice
