Reading

Identify the objectives of the PTE lesson you are teaching

Students will be able to read and evaluate airline ticket information.
Students will be able to read and evaluate an itinerary.
Standard(s):  752.01 - 05 
Define where the academic area and the PTE area meet

For the students to understand how to read and evaluate an airline ticket and itinerary, they must understand that reading involves a variety of materials (in this case technical) and that numbers play an important role in conveying information. 
1. Assess students’ math awareness

Ask students if they know what a twenty-four hour clock is.  Explain, provide example of different times. 

( Twenty-four hour clock:  0:00 = midnight; 0300 = 3:00 a.m.; 12:00 = noon; 3:00 p.m. = 1500; 9:00 p.m. = 2100, etc.)
2. Work through the embedded example

Show example of an airline ticket and an itinerary.  Discuss terminology and the numerical relationships to the terminology.

3. Work through related, contextual examples
Show different itineraries (airline, ferry, train).
4. Work through traditional math/English examples

Explain to students airline protocol for number of bags and weight restrictions, number and size of carry-ons.  (two bags/passenger @ 70 lbs. each; two “carry-ons,” one luggage, one personal item).
5. Students demonstrate understanding

Students will calculate the dimensions of their carry-on bags (Area= length x width).
Review twenty-four hour clock concept.
6. Formal assessment
Students are given a sample airline ticket, itinerary and will asked the following questions:
a. What airline is the ticket issued by?

b. What was the ticket price?

c. What is the flight number?

d. What is the seat number?

e. What is the departure date and time?

f. What is the arrival date and time?

g. What terminal does each flight originate, arrive at?
