	Taking Notes on a Text Chapter: Summarize and use pre-reading notes strategy to assess comprehension of the chapter

	Lesson Overview

	Introduce the lesson by putting a few vocabulary words from the chapter on the board.  Have students discuss as a group what they know about each word.  Then have the students skim the chapter and take notes.  Be specific about what they are to take notes on (check bolded or italicized text; look over the charts and graphs; scan the pictures-- what do they mean?) This allows the student to decipher what is important and what is not. Then have the students fill out Prereading Notes (see below) as an assignment; they may use the book.
