Reading Integration PTE Component

Using terms to guide reading and understanding/ Using Concept/Definition Map
Identify the PTE lesson objectives you are teaching:

SWBAT use certain defining terms to guide reading about Vincent Van Gogh.

SWBAT evaluate the reading and show what they know by filling in a concept/ definition map using the elements of design terms. 

Define the integration of academic content area with the PTE content area:

For the student to get a better understanding of Van Gogh and what they read, they will use a concept/definition map to categorize the important ideas and to bring in the elements of design terms to convey their understanding.

Assess student’ reading awareness:

This has already been done.  These students have a hard time reading for comprehension.  The only way they really remember what they read is by talking about it while reading or by taking notes, which is not very effective.  The elements of design terms have been discussed in class, but never applied.  

Work through an embedded example: (3 minutes)
Start the class by looking at the New York picture.  Discuss with the class what they see in the picture, trying to get them to focus on the elements of design terms.

“What do you see in the picture?  How can we describe them using the terms we have been discussing this quarter? (color, line, shape, space, value, texture, and form)”
Work through related, contextual examples:(20 minutes)
Pass out articles.

Put students into pairs, having them sit next to their partner(s).

Discuss seven terms and how looking for these terms in the reading can guide our reading.
Give students time to read the three articles.

Students demonstrate understanding: (10 minutes)

Hand out concept/definition maps
Use map to organize important information that I want them to remember (Who the artist is, style of art, what art is like, examples)

Have students use seven terms when describing what art is like

Formal Assessment: 

The concept/definition map will be worth 10 points, 1 point for each box.
