Lesson Plan Nancy Young Reading for integration PTE component

Objectives of PTE component
Recognize normal and abnormal values and characteristics of temperature, pulse, respirations and blood pressures for infants, children, and adults.

Where the academic area and the PTE area meet
Students must have understanding of vocabulary, and have comprehension of the reading to be able to determine if the vital signs they obtain when checking a client’s vital signs are within the normal limits or are a concern.

Plan 
To encourage understanding and sharing of knowledge the student will present this chapter of the book in a jig saw.  Sections of the reading will be assigned to various groups of three to four students who will read a section then prepare a short presentation for the class.  Students will be given guidelines as to key areas to include in their presentations
Students demonstrate understanding
Each group will be given chance to go over the major parts of their presentation with instructor and the demonstration of any given skills with the instructor prior to presenting

Formal Assessment
Each group will present to the class.  Following the presentations students will be given a chance to practice the skills of checking temperature, pulse, respirations and blood pressure.  There will also be a test over the normal values, characteristics and methods of obtaining.
