1. Identify Idaho Achievement Standards

2. Determine reading strategy that will be used in the PTE lesson

4. Use the reading strategy to work through the lesson.
Using the KWL, students will identify what they want to learn more about at Micron and the different internship opportunities. While at Micron in the job shadow, students will gather information on the following:  What are the responsibilities of the work area? What is your job within the work area? What is your job title and the education background needed for the position? What do you find rewarding or enjoy about your job? What are some of the challenges in your position? What is the entry level pay? Tell me about your career path. Have you had college and/or high school interns in your area? If yes, what projects have they worked on? 

5. Work through related, contextual examples

Discuss with students how they can use this technique to gather information about other types of internship opportunities at other companies
6. Work through traditional examples

Students will compare the different types of careers available at Micron with other large companies in the Treasure Valley.
7. Students demonstrate understanding

After answering the questions while the student is at the Micron job shadow, students will prepare a presentation using MS PowerPoint when arrive back at the school.  Complete the final column of the KWL of acquired knowledge

8. Formal assessment

Evaluation of class presentation on their job shadow experience by identifying what they learned about Micron.
