1. Assess students’ reading awareness

1. Students will be given a pretest on additive functions.

2. Discuss functions

3. Take notes

4. Read and highlight important information in a handout

2. Work through the embedded example

1. Every student gets a food product (label). 

They will look at the label and determine which of the ingredients are additives.

3. Work through related, contextual examples

Have students pick out different additives and discuss functions

4. Work through traditional reading examples

Guided reading; call on students to read vocabulary information. Clarify any misunderstanding.
5. Students demonstrate understanding

Students will make a chart the example below.  They will list all the functions of additives and find 14 different products that have an example of one of the functions.  They will lest that food product and the additives it contains.
