2. Prior Knowledge or Awareness of Content:
A.  The teacher will be working with the students for 9 weeks on “Repasitos” a.k.a Spanish translations. The students should have a strong grasp on Spanish not only with the first nine week of the quarter, but also with their Spanish knowledge of the previous year.
B. Now have the students, without any warning, write, in English, the grammar and syntax of the Spanish phrases. 
C. In turn, the teacher will be getting a sense of prior knowledge.
D. How do the students understand English with their knowledge in Spanish?

Ex. Do they understand what a definite article is in English because they work with it as a concept in Spanish?

3. Work through embedded examples.
A. The teacher will be using and going through the English textbook that is used here at MTCHS. The instructor will be working with the English teachers on common “pitfalls’” that are made in English by the students.
B. With that knowledge and as it relates to the Spanish curriculum the students will work on the “pitfalls.”
4. Work through related, contextual examples


A. Ex: The teacher would have as one of the repasitos “Yo trabaje cinco hora anoche.” This is a Spanish preterit phrase that says, “I worked five hours last night.”
B. Can the students pick out the subject pronoun, verb in the preterit tense, and cognates, e.c.? 


5. Work through traditional writing examples 

A. Ask the question, “What would you have done in your English class that would have helped you know that we were working with the Preterit tense?” 

B. I could also ask the question in the reverse order. What would you have done in Spanish that would have helped you in English?

6. Students demonstrate understanding

A. Have the student individually come up to the board and do a “talk aloud” with the class while writing the answers.

7. Formal assessment 


A. Have weekly quizzes to check for assessment


B. Are the students seeing the relation in the rules of Spanish to English?
C. If it is not working, find the area that needs improvement and put a greater emphasis on it.
