	Lesson Title

	What do I need to know?

	Lesson Overview

	Students will develop a quiz on a chapter for which they have completed a pre-reading activity and then read the chapter.  The next day they will take the quiz that they developed.  A day later they will be given a chance to re-write their quiz and re-take it to improve their score.


	Learning Objectives

	Upon successful completion of this lesson the student will be able to:
· Demonstrate an understanding of the difference between good writing and poor writing
· Develop their own need to know about the assigned chapter 

· Understand the benefit of clear writing



	Assessment of Objectives
	1. Write a quiz for the chapter they were assigned to read
2. Take the quiz they created
3. Re-do Steps 1 and 2


	Time Allotment & Materials List
	Time:  1 class period for pre-reading activity and reading chapter.  15 minutes to write quiz (next day), 5 minutes to take quiz (next day), Homework time to remake quiz, and 5 minutes to take quiz (next day).
Materials:  

Class Book
Blank paper



	Lesson Plan
	1. Begin the lesson with a pre-reading activity and then have students read the chapter.
2. Give the students a blank sheet of paper.  Have them create a quiz for the chapter they just completed.  Allow them a total of 15 minutes to create the quiz.  Allow them to use their resources (book/pre-reading notes), but not work with their neighbors.  Give them a point value the quiz is worth, i.e. 10 points.  They must put the answers to each question on the back of the paper.
3. Collect the quizzes.  Type up the quizzes for each student in the exact format in which they made it, along with any misspellings or errors.  Put the student’s name on the quiz so you are sure to hand out the quiz back to the right student.  You want the creator to be the taker.
4. The next day you will hand out the typed quizzes to the students.  Giving them 5 – 10 minutes (what you feel is needed) to take the quiz.  Collect the quizzes.  Tell the students that if they didn’t like their quiz they can create a second quiz for homework and bring it to class tomorrow.  
5. Grade the students’ quizzes using their answer sheets.  Remember the quiz must be worth a total of 10 points, so if they didn’t label the points you may have to divide the 10 points up for each question.  
6. Collect any redo quizzes and type up and hand out to those students to take the quiz.  Also collect and grade these quizzes.

7. Hand out the graded quizzes and then have the students do an assessment of what they learned from the activity.  Make sure they include information about writing clearly, spelling, directions, and other items that they should include in writing to make sure their messages are clear.
