4) Lesson Title: Self-Magazine
5) Learning Objectives (outcomes):

Upon successful completion of this lesson the student will be able to:
· Create a professional looking magazine, with a cover and articles

· Organize and use their personal writing style

· Use accurate spelling and sentence structure

6) Assessment of Objectives (methods of assessment):
· Assessment can take place through a rubric using formatting, grammar, spelling, etc.

7) Time Allotment & Materials Needed:  If you are doing the entire lesson you will need 1-2 weeks
8) Lesson Plan:  Learning Activities: The students will create a magazine by using Word, Publisher, and scanners. They will use previous learned knowledge to complete this one big project.

Introduction to lesson: The students will look at several different magazines, such as “Good Housekeeping”, “Sports Illustrated”, etc.  They will be looking at the styles of covers and read several articles.

Content development: The students will use Microsoft Word and write their articles, which are about themselves.  The students will revise the articles and check for spelling, word usage, and use of conventions, and make sure it contains the minimum number of words needed.  The students can also have the other teachers, myself, and other student proofread their articles.

Content Application: After the articles have been written and revised the students will then copy them into Microsoft Publisher where they will be formatted into their magazine.  Students can change the format of the article into columns, if so desired; they can add pictures, borders, backgrounds, etc.  The students will do this process to all five of their articles.
