	Learner Objective(s):


Student will be able to write down important facts from the story as they read the Diary entries in the book, organizing them in chronological order on their charts
	Materials:


Blank timeline format for each student, or access to internet site for creating timelines
	Vocabulary Words: timeline, chronological order, important events, sequencing

	


Learning Activities: Students are reading The Diary of Anne Frank  and writing down important details about the story in timeline format and chronological order.
Introduction to lesson: Students will discuss the time period when Anne Frank wrote her diary. They will brainstorm a list of important events in the world’s history during this time and write them on the whiteboard along with approximate dates.
Content Development: The teacher will demonstrate using an overhead projector or a program on the computer along with a projector, how to record these dates and events on an outline in chronological order.
Content Application: Sharing: Students will create timelines, using the timeline program on the computer or their own creation and display around the room.
Adaptation for students with special needs: More direction in the reading for important information process, directions rephrased, assistance creating timelines.
Integration of technology: white board, overhead projector, computer with projector, internet access
