	1.  Identify Idaho Achievement Standards

	1. Acquire Skills for Editing a Draft
Use editing marks to indicate errors in conventions.
 Edit for correct punctuation, spelling, grammar, and usage errors 

	2.  Determine students’ prior knowledge or awareness about content to be taught (including the academic content)
	Teacher asks students what the value of well-written communication is, especially in the workplace. Teacher asks students if they have to correct writing errors in other classes.  Teacher reviews the SPG editing symbols and meanings.

	3.  Work through the embedded example


	Students proof read each others work by placing an S for spelling errors, P for punctuation errors and G for grammar errors.  The teacher uses the same marking system when grading.  If more than two errors are found, the student will need to correct work before a grade will be entered.

	4.  Work through related, contextual examples

	Students are to respond to the question:  How does Surface area to volume ratio effect the growth of a cell?  This is a paragraph response.  They first write responses without prompting.  They then correct their own work.  A peer corrects their work using the S,P,G method.  The students then re-write their responses and turn in both their rough and final draft.

	6.  Students demonstrate      understanding


	Demonstration for understanding is done by decreasing the amount of errors detected in writing and their ability to perform correctly the first time around. 

	7.  Formal assessment

	On an essay test, students are given the opportunity to write a detailed paragraph on a topic related to the subject matter.  Students are graded on their ability on spelling, grammar, punctuation and sentence and paragraph structure.
If more than 2 mistakes are found, students are given their tests back and asked to correct their work before a grade is entered.
