	By the end of this lesson the students will be able to locate the current years Federal Poverty Guidelines and apply those in policy to an application successfully determining if a client will be income eligible or not.


	How many of you have a family? Have you ever been unemployed, or known someone that is unemployed? What if you or someone in your family got sick? How would you pay the Dr.? Would they even see you for treatment? According to the National Coalition of Health Care, a recent study by Harvard University researchers found that the average out-of-pocket medical debt for those who filed for bankruptcy was $12,000. The study noted that 68 percent of those who filed for bankruptcy had health insurance. In addition, the study found that 50 percent of all bankruptcy filings were partly the result of medical expenses. Every 30 seconds in the United States someone files for bankruptcy in the aftermath of a serious health problem.

	Have you ever wondered how large stores like Wal-Mart manage to communicate with their many suppliers and keep the hundreds of thousands of items they carry continually in stock and available on their shelves, even while people are busily buying them and taking them home 24 hours a day?  Keeping track of all of this movement of stock requires something called “EDI” – Electronic Data Exchange – between the registers, the warehouses and all of the many suppliers that keep large stores like Wal-mart running.  EDI at one time used mainly its own special text-based language – but today, it generally runs on XML, or eXtensible Markup Language.  XML also has other uses, but data exchange is where it shines.  Today we will look at what XML is, why it is uniquely suited for this type of application, and discuss some of the other benefits of using this language for data exchange in the world of business.

	The first contact a business makes with another business is  often from their written documents, whether proposal or letters. That first contact can leave an impression and that impression can make or break a deal.  Businessmen are consistently more likely to continue business relations based on favorable first impressions, which can mean awarding a  getting a contract; or in the alternative losing a contract because of a bad first impression.  In the business world, quality and professionalism are often the difference between success and failure.  The decision can be made that if a business does not take pride in presenting something as easy as quality, professional documents, they are not going to take pride in their product or the service they perform.  You can see why the correct format, style, and layout can actually help advance your business.

	After successfully completing this lesson the learner will demonstrate their ability to: 
· identify balance sheet considerations
· explain the balance sheet equation 

· identify key business asset, liability, and equity accounts 

· describe the components of a personal financial statement 

By correctly answering 14 out of 20 questions on a post test based on a sample balance sheet for XYZ Corp.
	Bring a balance scale to the classroom. Explain that when prepared correctly a balance sheet always balances. Explain that a balance sheet has two sides: assets & liabilities. Assets are items owned and liabilities are amounts owed. Balance sheet and personal financial statement analysis begins with the equation: assets + liabilities + equity (net worth). For there to be an increase or decrease in an asset account, there must be a corresponding change in another asset account or in one or more liability or equity accounts. The balance sheet equation is:  Total Assets = Total Liabilities + Equity. Demonstrate this by placing a block labeled “assets” on one side of the scale and two blocks labeled “liabilities” and equity on the other side. Ask the question “If I add another asset to the right side what will happen?” Explain that because we made a change to one side of the equation we must also make a change to the other side of the equation in order to have our balance sheet balance again. For example: a business purchased a new forklift for the shop (it is an item they own so it is an asset), but they obtained a loan to purchase the forklift, so we must also add the loan (amount owed) to the liability side of the balance sheet.

Be able to read a patient chart and the documentation contained within to determine the appropriate level of service. Recognition of codes should be performed without aid of CPT Book. Student will demonstrate competency by writing codes and short description without aid of reference material when tested. Supplemental Handbook can be referenced for coding requirements. Being able to comprehend a medical record will be determined by competency shown with quiz material on anatomy and physiology and medical terminology. All quiz and test material will be in written format. A&P testing will be done as a group. Coding requirements will also be tested in a group format.  Students will be required to individually complete tests that show numerical understanding as well as medical terminology comprehension.
