a. complete an approved course and demonstrate at least Ml)",, competenc ies in each articulated course;
h. earn a min imum grade of H- in each articulated course, and.
c. he registered as a Tech Prep student in the ( 'A IT'MA system

* Articulation agreements w i l l be reviewed annually and remain in etiect until canceled hy either party. A notice of in ten t to discontinue
the agreement must he presented to the other partner and to the regional Tech Prep Coordinator. Changes in the agreement may only he
made wi th the consent of both the secondary school and postsecondary inst i tut ion. If agreement to amend an art iculat ion cannot be
readied, the agreement w il l terminate on a mutually established date.
