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One of the natural questions to consider when studying triangles is how we might group them into families.  If we can find a nice way to do this, what properties might the triangles in a given family share?  We are going to discuss one such “familial” grouping and one such interesting property.  Specifically, we will look at the locus of symmedian points of our family of triangles.  Not sure what the symmedian point is or why it might be interesting?  Come find out!
