Accepted Fellows will have the opportunity to enhance their research skills through participation in the

Summer Research Training Institute, attending Zoom and web-based seminars, and engaging in in-

person workshops. They will receive mentoring, a travel award for conferences, and financial support at a

rate of $20 per hour for up to 10 hours per week, with a maximum support of $7,200 for their research.

This program is open to undergraduate American Indian/Alaska Native students interested in population

science careers, aiming to increase the pool of well-trained researchers in population health sciences

among AI/AN communities. The admission cost is covered by an NIH grant to NPAIHB, and the program

offers a flexible virtual/Zoom and in-person format.

“Each year, Americans observe National Hispanic Heritage Month from September 15 to October 15, by

celebrating the histories, cultures and contributions of American citizens whose ancestors came from

Spain, Mexico, the Caribbean and Central and South America.

The observation started in 1968 as Hispanic Heritage Week under President Lyndon Johnson and was

expanded by President Ronald Reagan in 1988 to cover a 30-day period starting on September 15 and

ending on October 15. It was enacted into law on August 17, 1988, on the approval of Public Law 100-

402.

The day of September 15 is significant because it is the anniversary of independence for Latin American

countries Costa Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras and Nicaragua. In addition, Mexico and Chile

celebrate their independence days on September 16 and September 18” (Library of Congress, 2023).
