Summer Authentic Research Experiences (SARE) is designed to engage
Idaho undergraduates in the science, technology, engineering, and
mathematics (STEM) fields related to I-CREWS research and increase the
number and preparation of skilled scientists and engineers in I-CREWS
fields (geosciences, biological sciences, social sciences, and resilience
science, computational modeling, machine learning and artificial
intelligence) to provide analytical outcomes to proactively address the
impacts of meteorological, population, and technological change on
energy-water (E-W) systems.
